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Noérske granty predstavuju prispevok Norska k zelenej, konkurencieschopnej a
inkluzivnej Eurdpe. Norsko prostrednictvom Noérskych grantov prispieva k zniZzovaniu
ekonomickych a spoloCenskych rozdielov a k posiliiovaniu vzajomnych vztahov s
prijimatelskymi Statmi v strednej a vychodnej Europe a v Pobalti. Noérsko uzko
spolupracuje s EU prostrednictvom Dohody o Eurépskom hospodarskom priestore
(EHP). Spolo¢ne s inymi donormi poskytlo Nérsko postupne v rokoch 1994 az 2014
prostrednictvom grantovych schém 3,3 miliardy EUR. Noérske granty su financované
vyluéne Nérskom a s dostupné v krajinach, ktoré sa pripojili k EU po roku 2003. Na
obdobie 2014 — 2021 dosahuju Noérske granty 1,25 miliardy EUR. Prioritami tohto
obdobia su:

#1 Inovacie, vyskum, vzdelavanie a konkurencieschopnost

#2 Socialna inkluzia, zamestnanost mladych a odstraniovanie chudoby

#3 Zivotné prostredie, energia, zmena klimy a nizko uhlikové hospodarstvo

#4 Kultura, obcianska spolo¢nost, dobré spravovanie a zakladné prava

#5 Spravodlivost a vnutorné zalezitosti

VSetky projekty su vo vySke 15% spolufinancované zo Statneho rozpoctu Slovenskej
republiky.

The Norway Grants represent Norway’s contribution towards a green, competitive and
inclusive Europe. Through the Norway Grants, Norway contributes to reducing social
and economic disparities and to strengthening bilateral relations with beneficiary
countries in Central and Southern Europe and the Baltics. Norway cooperates closely
with the EU through the Agreement on the European Economic Area (EEA). Together
with the other donors, Norway has provided €3.3 billion through consecutive grant
schemes between 1994 and 2014. Norway Grants are financed solely by Norway and
are available in the countries that joined the EU after 2003. For the period 2014-2021,
the Norway Grants amount to €1.25 billion. The priorities for this period are:

#1 Innovation, Research, Education, Competitiveness and Decent Work

#2 Social Inclusion, Youth Employment and Poverty Reduction

#3 Environment, Energy, Climate Change and Low Carbon Economy 81

#4 Culture, Civil Society, Good Governance and Fundamental Rights

#5 Justice and Home Affairs

All projects are co-financed by the State Budget of the Slovak Republic in the amount
of 15%.
